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Synopsis for Deaf or HoH audience
Sarah has been married to Chris, a music journalist, for ten years. Chris is deaf. He lost his hearing after a car accident but his life and his relationships still involve a love of music and making compilation tapes, home made tapes with specially chosen music tracks.
One day, while having dinner with Julia, his sister, Chris has a brain haemorrhage (internal bleeding) and dies.
We watch him as he watches others react to his death.
Sarah is shattered. Martin, Chris’s old school friend, tries to console her, but without success. Julia tries too, but she is distracted: for the first time in her life, she doubts her faith in God.
After the Chris’s funeral, Sarah finds a new compilation tape that Chris made for her. The choice of music is strange and so Sarah starts to believe that it contains a secret message.
Then, believing his spirit, his ghost, is present in the room, she searches for ways to communicate with him.

By accident, Martin helps her to work out what the tape really means and so Sarah discovers her husband’s secret message to her and a world of impossible music events.

Static is told through a mixture of English and Sign Language. Sometimes Sign tells the story, sometimes English tells the story. 
We want everyone to feel, like Sarah, that there are other meanings in the air, just out of reach.
